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Albox
Each month in attempting to bring a word for the newsletter there is always the
danger that what God is saying to me may not be appropriate for you. However, I am
sensing that many here and possibly across the region are feeling tired and frustrated
in the work of God. Rather than growing, we are shrinking in Albox with four more
people returning to UK, so if like me, you have been feeling discouraged and
wondered what on earth is happening - read on. We recently brought a message from
Isaiah 35.3/7 which is very encouraging – but with it comes a responsibility to
support one another and especially those that have regularly encouraged you, they
may also be weary.

The word this month is from Colossians 4.5 which directs us to redeem the time with
wisdom, “time” here refers to “Kairos time”, divinely appointed times, definite
times, uniquely set times in the plan of God. We understand that God has placed us
as His stewards over this most precious possession we call “time” and by redeeming
(to buy back) time, in effect, we attempt to use these special seasons of times, wisely
and constructively. We should also remind ourselves that what we see in the natural
is not the full picture; time is getting shorter for our enemy the Devil as well as for
us, so he will attempt to bring discouragement.

When asked what are the signs of the end times, Jesus said “do not be deceived”.
The enemy is a liar and a deceiver, so in the midst of uncertainty and increasing
world unrest “things” are happening in the spiritual realm - we heard this week that
1200 Muslims are coming to faith in Christ “every day” (via Internet). In Israel
where new age religions and satanism are popular programmes on TV there is also a
spiritual hunger where many will discuss the gospel, young people in particular are
open and willing to receive. During this week we heard a report from Messianic
leaders in the Land stating that thousands of young people are coming to faith and
that despite opposition from Orthodox Jews the number of Messianic Assemblies
continues to grow and is considered to be now many thousands.

As we see the end times prophetic scene unfolding before our eyes on TV be
encouraged, Israel may be being surrounded by nations in turmoil that could
contribute to another war in the middle east, but lift up your heads “for your
redemption draws near”. Jesus said watch the Fig Tree (Israel) this is the ultimate
end times signal to initiate the return of our Saviour, so do not be discouraged, but
use these precious “kairos” moments, wisely.

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La Viñuela
At Viñuela we had just finished studying Habakkuk in our midweek meet-
ing, then our visiting preacher shared from Habakkuk, obviously an impor-
tant message for us at this time. Habakkuk although written in the 7th
Century B.C. paints a vivid picture of both the nation of Judah, the world
and the church today. As Habakkuk looked around he saw spiritual bank-
ruptcy, moral bankruptcy, evil men prospered and God’s people suffered.
God’s Law was frozen out and judgement perverted.  Habakkuk cried out to
God. Why are you not doing anything about it? Why have you forsaken us?
Why?  Why?  Why?!

As we survey our world we see much the same, elements and clauses within
the Equality Bill compromise our obedience to God. We see graphic violence
everywhere, the credit crunch with individuals, companies and countries on
the brink of bankruptcy.  Earthquakes, tsunamis disaster and destruction
everywhere.  We should be burdened for our fractured world.

As we call out to God, we need to recognise that His ways are not our ways,
the Bible clearly speaks of earthquakes and disasters in the end times. We
need wisdom when we pray, praying for those who are suffering from the
effects, whilst recognising that God is Sovereign.  He is in charge,  God is in
control.

Habakkuk was devastated by God’s plans that the Babylonians were the
chosen instrument to bring judgement to God’s people, he accepted God’s
dealing are always right and just. Habakkuk had to wait for 60 years for
God’s plan to come about such a period of waiting is very difficult at the
best of times and counter to today's culture.

Chapt . 3 v 16 finds him quivering with fear, although he had reached a point
of assurance - waiting patiently for the coming day - waiting for God to act.
He is singing as he reaffirms his trust.  If everything else is taken away luxu-
ries, then necessities, I still love God and He is enough.  This is how we as
believers need to trust God today regardless of our
circumstances.

Not a Fan

A number of well-known Christian leaders and authors have recently gone on
record as saying they are not fans of Jesus Christ. I want to add my name to theirs.

Commencing on Sunday 1st May, our English-speaking congregation in Salobreña
will be following a six-week series that endeavours to flesh out the statement that I
am “NOT A FAN” of Jesus.

Fan: an enthusiastic admirer.

The series asks each of us if there are moments in our lives when we feel like we
are just blending in; when we have become just part of the audience. Moments
when we wonder if we maybe ought to really take a stand for something. Moments
when we wonder if it’s time to do something. Time to show the world that we are
followers and not fans. In the Gospels Jesus never seemed too interested in fans.
He was looking for followers. Not just any old, half-hearted followers though …
He was seeking out completely  committed followers.

Not A Fan asks the question of us, “Are you a follower of
Jesus Christ?” Hardly a new question, so much so that we
have a tendency to dismiss it; not so much because it makes
us feel uncomfortable, nor that it convicts us. Mostly
because we don’t really feel that it is necessary. However,
one of the most sobering passages in the New Testament is
found in Luke 7, when Jesus speaks of a coming day when
everyone who has ever lived will stand in the presence of
Almighty God.

On that day many who call themselves Christians, and even confidently claim to
be followers of Jesus, will hear the Risen Lord say to them, “I never knew you, go
away from my presence.” This series is intended to help us all know for sure
which side we stand on; to help us re-evaluate our relationship with Jesus so that
we become committed followers for sure.

Greetings from Mojácar in the province of Almeria.

Someone sent me a video of a blind man begging for money, on his card it
read, “ I am blind please help” Very few gave  and when they did it was
only a little. A lady saw him and wrote on the back of his card  “It’s a
beautiful day and I can’t see it” then followed a steady supply of giving
and not just the odd coin. I started thinking what made the difference with
those change of words? It was the same man with the same need in the
same place with the same message, but said differently. There are some
things that never change like God himself, His promises and the gospel of
Jesus Christ. Indeed we read in Hebrews 13:8 that Jesus himself is the
same yesterday, today and forever.

When we consider the effectiveness of our evangelism and the
communication of the truth of God’s Word it’s not the gospel that needs
changing but maybe we do need to re-think how we communicate this
glorious message.
Paul wrote:  “ I am not ashamed of the gospel, because it is the power of
God for the salvation of everyone who believes.”
We have often learnt to say the right things but in today’s communication
age people must see the reality of that message in our lives.

There is a story of a man who came to the Mississippi river when it was
frozen over, he desperately wanted to cross, but was gripped with fear of
the ice breaking. He knelt down to spread his weight and slowly began to
creep across the ice. Half way across, from behind he heard the sound of a
man singing and out of the mist came the man driving a horse and cart
loaded with coal merrily and swiftly passing by and disappearing into the
mist all being held up by the same ice. Too often we spend our time
creeping on God’s promises when we should be boldly singing God’s
praises and trusting in him for every need.
